                    Man’s True Best Friend                   
 

Man’s best friend, a dog, isn’t always friendly. Whoever coined the phrase had a low opinion of human beings- as 
friends.  Maybe the person who first called a dog ―man’s best friend‖ was disappointed with friendship among humans. 
But his dog was willing to listen, was loyal, and seemed happy to be there. We desire friends with those qualities. 
Friendship is one thing we crave the most, enjoy the most when it is good, and suffer from the most when it is bad. But 
man’s best friend is not a dog or a fellow human being.

To one even in the dark garden of betrayal, Jesus said, ―Friend do what you came for.‖ Everything we desire about 
friendship we find in Jesus. He tells us the truth, even when it hurts. He has our best interests at heart. He emptied 
himself of glory for us, to meet us on our level. He took our beating, our punishment. He understands us and how to laugh 
with us. He wants his joy and riches to be ours. He talks to us. He doesn’t hold any hold any secrets from us. ―I have 
called you friends, for everything that I learned from my Father I have made known to you‖ (John 15:15). And he showed 
he was willing to pay the ultimate proof of friendship: his life. ―Greater love has no one than this, that he lay down his li fe 
for his friend‖ (John 15:13). Jesus: the friend who chooses us 

Sadly, some try so hard to make a friend. They sell themselves body, soul, and dignity to buy a fried; and it 
doesn’t work. The harder they try, the less interested their friends become. But, not Jesus. He is the friend who chooses 
us. He came to us before we made any overtures of friendship to him. We don’t have to perform or impress. He tells us 
our worth to him. We don’t have to prove it. We just have to believe him, and then we love him. He is our friend, not 
because we made friends with him but because he made friends with us. But Jesus himself can’t be a friend to everyone. 
Some choose to be his enemy. That is the greatest heartbreak of all. Jesus’ offer of friendship is spurned with a yawn, a 
laugh, or a sneer. 

Still, he laid down his life also for them. When I think about it, I don’t have a single friend I know who would die for 
me.

        I am a complete nut for Old Testament prophecy. I could have been one of those revered Hebrew 
scholars except that I was born entirely too late, entirely too female, and entirely too Gentile for the job. But I can still  
read the Bible and ponder the Scriptures and marvel at the way God wove our beloved Savior throughout His Word. 
I think my most favorite verses referencing Christ’s resurrection, and mine, are in Job 19:25-27: ―I know that my 
Redeemer lives, and that in the end He will stand upon the earth. And after my skin has been destroyed, yet in my 
flesh I will see God; I myself will see Him with my own eyes—I, and not another. How my heart yearns within me!‖ 
Such a powerful statement of faith. And let’s not forget, these words are from God, so they are what He wants us to 
know. Let’s pull them apart some. 

My Redeemer lives. Present tense. Our Redeemer is Jesus Christ and He is alive. So that means the 
Redeemer is no idol or dead prophet in whose name we pray. Jesus himself said, ―I am the resurrection and the life. 
He who believes in me will live, even though he dies; and whoever lives and believes in me will never die‖ (John 11:25-
26). This is the living God. No death on a cross could mean the end! 
I will see God. Our Redeemer, Jesus Christ, IS God. He IS divine. Recall the words of John 1:1-2: ―In the beginning 
was the Word, and the Word was with God and the Word was God. He was with God in the beginning.‖ This was 
Jesus Christ, God and divine. He was the ONLY ONE who could have been the atoning sacrifice for our sins and we 
can rest in absolute peace knowing that. It IS finished! 
Yet in my flesh I will see God. I will live again to see Him. This is an incredible thing to say. Truly, I will live again, even 
after my skin has been destroyed by death, I myself will see Him with my own eyes, my eyes, not someone else’s or by 
some other measure? I can come to no other conclusion than that I will live again and it will be in God’s presence. 
What amazement and joy! 

As you know, Job’s story is a difficult one and boils down to this: If God doesn’t actually cause our suffering 
(which he might), why does He allow it?  

 I don’t know. 
Well, that’s profound insight, you might be saying! But it’s true. The whole book of Job is an illustration of the 
tremendous suffering a righteous man endures at the hand of Satan, which God allows, all the while being tortured by 
the constant accusations of his friends. His friends tell Job that he must be guilty of something somewhere and if he’d 
only get off his high horse and confess the agony would stop. Finally, we hear from God and, in essence, learn that 
when Job stops questioning Him and trusts that whatever He has brought him has a divine reason, peace returns and 
Job begins to heal. The message is clearly for us. God doesn’t allow us to suffer for no reason. We simply may not be 
able to see or understand the reason (a divine purpose unknown to us). So, by saying ―I know that my Redeemer lives‖ 
lets us rest in that trust. 

I mentioned before that the words of Scripture are the words of God and so they are what He wants us to 
know. But as powerful as they are they don’t tell us everything. We’ll have to wait until we live in God’s presence in 
heaven for the clarity of their meaning. In 1 Corinthians 13:12 St. Paul puts a bow on this, that we can’t know entirely 
all the wonders God has in store for us, but that He gives us enough information and we can trust Him for the rest: 
―Now we see but a poor reflection as in a mirror; then we shall see face to face. Now I know in part; then I shall know 
fully, even as I am fully known.‖ It may seem odd that Job speaks of seeing God in his own flesh even after the 
corruption of death, but even Paul speaks of seeing our Lord face to face.  

We’ve pulled apart the Old Testament verses in Job; we’ve discovered complimentary verses in the New 

Testament. They’re all God’s words; the inspired writers agree; our Redeemer lives!
