 “He is risen! He is risen indeed!” Wasn’t it a thrill to repeat 

those words throughout the Easter season? That news 

warrants more than just one day of celebrating. I especially 

appreciate singing the many beautiful hymns of Easter for 

more than one or two Sundays. 

But Jesus’ victory wasn’t complete until He ascended to His 

throne in heaven: Ascension Day. In Matthew’s eye-witness 

account Jesus gave his disciples their Marching Orders: “Go 

and make disciples of all nations. . .”

MARCHING ORDERS FROM GOD! 
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―THE CRAZY CYCLE‖ 

I don‟t usually do this, borrow a topic from “Focus on the Family,” but this one struck me as having such a good 
message with such a simple explanation, such a simple fix to a common marriage problem, that I just had to share it. 
It‟s called The Crazy Cycle by Dr. Emerson Eggerichs. 

When dissecting marital problems we could go into the entire women-are-from-Venus-men-are-from-Mars 
thing, but what arguments and differences often boil down to is love and respect: women don‟t feel loved by their 
husbands and men don‟t feel respected by their wives. And, oddly, they don‟t realize they are doing this to each other 
because they don‟t understand that this is all the other really needs. 

So what is The Crazy Cycle? In marriage it‟s when the spouse, who is hurt and frustrated, continues to react in 
negative ways to motivate the other spouse to be positive. Well, that sounds crazy! But it‟s like your husband not 
complimenting you on how you look in a new outfit, and then you say something like, “It‟s a good thing other men are 
always telling me how pretty I look!” What‟s he going to do? Probably roll his eyes and go back to reading or watching 
the TV or ignoring you. Now you‟re really hurt. So how did saying what you said motivate him to compliment you, or, in 
truth, show you love? Crazy, huh? 

Ephesians 5:33 says, “Each one of you also must love his wife as he loves himself, and the wife must respect 
her husband.” Dr. Eggerichs takes this verse and makes an assumption saying, “Because a wife needs love [as God 
told the husband to love her], a husband would be wise to assume that his wife‟s negative reaction [in a Crazy Cycle] is 
rooted in her feeling unloved. On the other hand, because a husband needs respect [as God told the wife to respect 
him], a wife would be prudent to assume her husband‟s negative reaction [in a Crazy Cycle] is rooted in his feeling 
disrespected.” (Note: I added the commentary in brackets.) 

By the same token (and, of course, to complicate matters because, after all, we are sinful human beings and 
we excel at piling on!), the wife, feeling unloved, is going to appear disrespectful, and the husband, feeling 
disrespected, will appear unloving. Geesh. Dr. Eggerichs says, “Our negative appearances work against us. God‟s 
Word protects us from that mistake” by taming our appearance (that is, if we follow His Word). 

And here comes the easy fix: Eggerichs says, “Really, all you have to do is learn this Crazy Cycle, and when 
you see the spirit of your spouse deflate, trust that you‟ve said something that appears unloving or disrespectful. Then 
say, „I‟m sorry. Will you forgive me?‟ It works almost every time.” 

So, how could this simple fix have helped our “Crazy Couple” at the beginning of the article? After hearing the 
snarky little snipe of our female spouse about the admiration of other men (clearly disrespecting her husband), he 
should have put down the remote and said, “Honey, I‟m sorry. You look beautiful. Can you forgive my inattentiveness?” 
Better yet, when he gets good at this, he‟ll catch the situation before she has a chance to make a comment and look 
up when she comes into the room. 

And as for our gal‟s behavior, she could say, “Sweetheart, I‟m sorry I mentioned other men. I didn‟t mean it. 
Next time I will get your attention first before expecting feedback. Can you forgive me?” 

Pretty simple, and they probably saved themselves an entire afternoon of cold shoulders. 

So all in all, I thought this a rather fitting topic for June, seeing that it‟s the unofficial beginning of the wedding 
season. 

 Even if I didn‟t come up with it myself.

Connections 
Your Monthly Update of Things Happening at Trinity Lutheran School 
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What can parents do if an adult child strays away from the faith? Our daughter quit going to church when she 

was in college. She is now in her mid-twenties, still will not go to church, and does not want to talk to us 

about it. 

Our sincere sympathy goes out to you parents. The grief that Christian parents of a backslidden child endure is great. 

This heartache is compounded when parental control is diminished or lost because the child has become an adult and 

is able to silence or willfully ignore and despise the testimony of the parents. In general you have three tools at your 

disposal: 

1. You can pray. Keep your daughter in your intercessions. Ask God to act providentially to get and 

keep her attention and interest (even if it be through severe trials). Ask him to supply Christian 

witnesses to law and gospel who may be given access to her when you have been shut out. Ask 

God for the ability to continue to love her and have confidence regarding her return to repentance 

and faith, rather than growing bitter or despondent because of your disappointment. 

2. You can offer clear though limited testimony to law and gospel when opportunities surface. 

Your daughter may not want to "talk about it" but if you promise not to engage in an ongoing dialogue 

every time you see her (which is perhaps what she fears most because of a guilty conscience), you 

can ask her for one sit-down conversation at which time she can explain to you what she feels and 

why and you can explain to her what you feel and why. And in that kind of setting, law as law and 

gospel as gospel will be your primary tools as you sow the seed of God's Word. 

3. You can continue to testify to your daughter by attitude and lifestyle that she will observe. 

Here I am thinking of a cheerful, happy contentment and optimistic approach to daily life that gives 

Christ all praise and holds no grudges to those (including children) who disappoint or embrace 

ideologies contrary to your own. Continue to feed and fuel your own faith-life through the gospel, and 

as you grow spiritually you will also grow in your ability to cope with this disappointment, trust God's 

capabilities despite your limitations, grow more fervent in prayer, and ultimately serve as a billboard 

of Christian contentment and joy for people (including your daughter) who have temporarily at least 

settled for much less. The goal is to attract them winsomely to the Lord who gives his people, in 

addition to pardon and eternal life in glory, such blessings despite hardships during our earthly 

pilgrimage.
