President's Corner

Summer’s almost here and that means schools out. At
Trinity, we are truly blessed with the opportunity to provide
our children with a Christian education. It's a great help
for parents as we carry out our God-given responsibility in
to train our children in the pathways of our Lord.
Ephesians 6:4: “Fathers, do not exasperate your children;
instead, bring them up in the training and instruction of the
Lord.”

Each week we have Sunday School at 9:15 am. The
children learn core Bible lessons and have the occasional
opportunity to enrich our worship services with songs. We
also have a Christian preschool and elementary school
where the children have a weekly devotions and courses
in Bible study. The children’s formal education is capped
off with preparation for confirmation. After confirmation,
our children can attend Wisconsin Lutheran High School
(WISCO) and participate in adult Bible studies.

Please make use of the many opportunities your children
have to learn about their Lord. Our family made use of
these ministries and my youngest daughter is graduating
from WISCO this year. I'd like to thank the congregation
for their support of all of these ministries.

Thank you for your generous support of all of Trinity’s
missions. Financially the Lord has put a number of new
challenges before us this year. We have general budget
challenges, capital costs and possibly some dedicated
account expenditures.

The General Budget

We are using a new graph format to report our financial
information. Our offerings are behind projections by
around 6%. If this continues and our expenses come out
as planned we will be facing around a $60,000 deficit at
the end of the year. That deficit amount already included
a projected larger December offering.

This year we’ve replaced two boilers in the school. The
cost was $33,000. That cost increased our overall year to

date expenses. With this expense increase and the lower
than projected offerings, leaves us with a $56,976 deficit.

Capital Costs
The Trustees have been working with the architect and

general contractor (from our Growing to Serve building
expansion) to repair the roof. They will be providing
material and labor to repair the roof. Our insurance
company has provided funds to repair the interior of the
church, and we have a warranty claim into the gym’s
roofing manufacturer to make additional roof gym repairs.
Trinity will be responsible for a number of additional
repairs and improvements which may cost $10,000. We'll
also need to pay to remove and close the bell tower area
which could cost an additional $40,000.

Dedicated Account Expenses

Trinity has a dedicated account for called worker housing.
The funds in the account are used to assist called workers
in the purchase of their home. There is a possibility that
Pastor Christie will borrow up to $34,000. It's not an
expense but will reduce the amount of available cash we
have in the summer to pay bills.

How are we going to handle these challenges? The future
is never clear. The first thing we need to do is pray for
God’s assistance and direction as we carry out His
ministry and maintain His house. We have accumulated
spendable income in our Endowment fund and Kind trust.
In the past, some of this income has been used for capital
projects and will most likely be used to help pay for these
capital costs. We may need to add to our loan at
Waukesha State Bank. And lastly, the Lord will continue
to bless our members and we may have an increase in
congregational financial support.

Stay tuned. I'll continue to update you on the status of
your congregation.

| love Easter. Of all the miracles God ever performed (to date, anyway), providing His Son as the atoning sacrifice for
OUR sins and then Him being raised from the dead beats them all. Because, if you’re anything like me, you've sinned
so many times you're already feel you are approaching the lowest level of hell...and you're not even done yet on this
earth! And, of course, if you truly believe in God’s Word, you KNOW that you can do nothing to pull yourself out of this
predicament that all your works are a stench in the nostrils of God unless you believe in His Son as your Savior. Thank
God for Jesus Christ.

Here’s an interesting thought: Have you ever said to yourself, “Oh, that’s too small of a problem to bother God with...I’ll
just handle it myself’? Or, have you spent so much time on “being good,” that you’ve really formed a dependence on
your own strength and not on God’s? Hmm...

| recently read a series of Christian fiction books by Beverly Lewis about the Amish and, among other things, | learned
that the Old Order Amish consider it proud to bother God with individual concerns. It is considered by the Amish sinful
to pray for yourself. Instead, they concentrate on being good. Let’s look at that.

In Ephesians 6 St. Paul tells us how to be strong in the Lord by putting on the armor of God (the spiritual armor, that
is). Then in verse 18 he says this: “And pray in the Spirit on all occasions with all kinds of prayers and requests”
(emphasis added). Now, | don’t know about you, but all occasions includes all the help and strength | need getting
through the day, too, not just the prayers | pray for others. If | didn’t have God’s strength to help me through my stuff |
wonder if | could pray for and help others!

Next point: Being good. Now what does that mean? I'm all for it meaning every Christian following the example of
Christ, being humble of heart, serving her fellow man, being generous with time, talent, treasure, caring for family and
friends—being Christ-like. But when does all this exemplary behavior, the kind of behavior that draws others to you,
that helps unbelievers become believers, step over the line? When it turns to piety.

I looked up this word. The dictionary said piety can mean “hypocritically virtuous” or “sanctimonious.” In other words,
being a show-off in your supposed humility. How would that be comforting to others? How would that draw unbelievers
to our way of life?

| remember a time about ten years ago when | wanted to try vegetarianism. Poor Jim, my husband. Try reconciling that
with hunting! Anyway, it was quite a lifestyle change. | began to realize | was getting a kick out of doing something that
was harder than what everyone else was doing (ooh, look at me...aren’t | something!). It occurs to me that that’s what
piety is all about. You get a warm fuzzy feeling about doing good works when you haven’t asked the Father for the
strength and guidance to do so. Perhaps the glory really is going to you and not to Him.

Clearly, then, God wants us to come to Him for the strength we need to become that Christly Christian so we don’t fall
into the vainglory of piety. And how do we come to Him? Through the reading of His Word in the Bible (daily is a great
habit to get into), through the sacraments of Baptism & Communion, and in prayer. Then, as Peter says in 1 Peter
4:11b, “If anyone serves, he should do it with the strength God provides, so that in all things God may be praised
through Jesus Christ.”

It's tempting, perhaps even humble, to think you can sweat the small stuff alone. But don’t. The more you lean on God
for the answers, the more Christ-like you become, and the more others might follow.

Can | ever do enough? By myself, no. But with God’s strength and guidance, | guess the sky’s the limit. Or should |
say heaven...?

Why does it matter if | go to church?

Baseball fans go to baseball games. Football
fans go to football games. People belong to
health clubs. People join churches. Why?

Fans attend games because they love the
game. Being among a loud and boisterous
home crowd conveys the excitement and fervor
of the moment better than watching the game
on television at home alone. Even gathered
among a few friends at home is better than just
watching the Super Bowl alone.

The whole purpose of Weight Watchers is to
meet every week to offer one another
encouragement in the fight against the bulge.
Rejoicing with those who have made progress
and comforting those who have had set backs,
is a prime reason for membership.

An individual can read the Bible alone, speak
to the Lord in prayer alone, and sing praises to
God alone. But the excitement of praising God
with psalms, hymns, and spiritual songs is so
much better even with a few friends. Being with
fellow believers to celebrate the victory our
God has won for us over sin, death, and the
devil is such an encouragement to us as we
live our lives here on earth.

I QUESTIONS & ANSWERS FROM OUR WELS

Why is marriage a better option than living
together?

Marriage, like love and procreation, is a life
enhancement created by our heavenly Father.
He made Eve to complete the creation of man,
brought her to Adam, and joined them as
husband and wife. The unconditional union of a
man and a woman in marriage for as long as
they both live is his design (Genesis 2:24). It
has his approval and blessing (Genesis 1:27-

31).

Among the blessings that our loving Father
intends for married couples are
companionship, sexual happiness, chastity,
and children (Proverbs 18:22, Hebrews 13:4,
Psalm 127:3).

In addition, he protects and cares for marriage
in a variety of ways—not only by treating it as a
lifelong union, but by forbidding sexual activity
outside of this bond and by clarifying the role
relationships of a husband and his wife.

His design for marriage is that a husband love
his wife and sacrifice himself for her, motivated
by the love that Christ has shown for both of
them (Ephesians 5:25-28, 1 Peter 3:7). His
plan also is that a wife love and respect her

love for Christ (Ephesians 5:22-24, also see
Ephesians 5:33). If a marriage relationship is
blessed with children, he intends that fathers
take a leading role in bringing up their children
as Christians (Ephesians 6:4).

Our present marriage laws recognize public,
present consent, not cohabitation, as that
which establishes marriage. This reflects what
Scripture says also. Most cohabitating couples
in the United States do not regard or refer to
each other as husband and wife and are not
legally married no matter how long they live
together.

Even though our unbelieving society embraces
living together outside of marriage as an
acceptable lifestyle, it is still a sinful
arrangement. A pastor or congregation will
deal patiently with cohabitating people who are
seeking spiritual guidance or if they are new
Christians who are just beginning to grow in
their Christian life of sanctification. This is done
by firmly yet gently confronting them with their
sin, comforting them with the joy of forgiveness
and eternal life through Christ, and then
guiding them to change their behavior to show
their love for Christ.
