That is true because the Bible does not mention anything

about a Season of Lent nor give any commands about observing
Lent. However, observing Lent is a custom among a wide group
of Christian churches. And it is a good custom. The word Lent
is not even a Bible word but rather comes from lenz or lengthen,
when the days begin to lengthen during spring. The period of
forty days comes from the forty days of fasting that Jesus spent
in the wilderness.

The Bible spells out the sequence of events that we observe
during Lent. A wide variety of observances have sprung up
around Lent. Some follow the custom of “giving up something for
Lent.” If it helps a person focus on the passion of Christ it would
be a good thing. However, turning it into a command for others is
a bad thing. Some remove all yeast or leaven from their homes
and diets during Lent. The physical act of cleaning the house of
yeast or leaven happens on the Tuesday before Ash

The other day | was having coffee with a friend and we came upon the topic of unconditional love. You know, who has
it, what might trigger it, does it exist at all...? Of course we touched upon the unfailing love of our dogs and couldn’t
fathom the level of trust our pooches have in us. And we spoke of the love a parent might have for a child. | was never
blessed with this never having had a child myself, but my friend had and | could see her point well enough. We spoke
of spousal love, but we knew that time and experience heaps many conditions on marital love. Not that that’s bad, just
part of life in a sinful, difficult world.

Then we spoke of God. Now that’s unconditional love, we agreed. Oh my, how many times had He forgiven the
Israelites their apostasy, especially when He had just rescued them from Egypt (think “golden calf’), or all the evil kings
of both Judah and Israel and their despicable worship of Baal and Asherah leading the people willingly away. And even
when it was so bad and He'd finally had enough, our Great God loved His people so much he left a remnant alive and
safe in Babylon from which the birth of our Messiah would eventually come.

There are so many examples of God’s perfect love in the New Testament, too. The one that always comes to mind is
from John 3, verse 16, “For God so loved the world that He gave His one and only Son, that whoever believes in Him
shall not perish but have eternal life.” God will save the world through His Son. But His beloved Son would have to die
to accomplish this. Die for us. Can you imagine that level of love practiced by human beings? | can’t.

And then there’s the verse from 1 John 4:19, “We love because He (God) first loved us.” We couldn’t possibly know
anything about love, conditional or unconditional, without God loving us first because love comes from God.

So, | said to my friend, “We have romantic love and friendship love here on earth. | maintain that a human cannot
achieve unconditional love—too much sin—and pastors will tell us the other two forms, romantic and friendship, are
wracked with selfishness. So, why do we have it, love, that is, at all?”

“Jen,” she said. “Don’t you see? In giving us each other to love God is giving us a taste of what is to come!”

| did see what she meant. In 1 John 4:16, the apostle tells us, “God is love. Whoever lives in love lives in God, and
God in him. In this way, love is made complete among us so that we will have confidence on the day of judgment.”
Imagine looking into the eyes of everyone on the New Earth and seeing them as God sees us right now, His beloved
children. We only have a taste of that on the present earth because we have doubts due to sin and selfish needs. God
is with us, but our sin interferes with His perfect love, the love we could give to one another. With sin gone, we will love
each other unconditionally as God loves us today. It’s just as John greeted the readers of Revelation in the first
chapter, verses 5 and 6, “To Him (Jesus Christ) who loves us and has freed us from our sins by His blood, and has
made us to be a kingdom and priests to serve His God and Father—to Him be glory and power forever and ever!

The center's SERVE ONE
purpose is to try to stop abortion by providing expectant mothers and new mothers with the ANOTHER
information they need to care for their child. This center has grown because of the wonderful IN LOVE.
work that God is doing through all of the people at the center. Now it is time for everyone in the
area to know how truly beneficial the services are of Tomorrow’s Choice. It is definitely one of
the best kept secrets of Waukesha. However, it is not a secret to the people who come to the center for help.

Many people come and they bring their friends because of the caring aspect of the ministry being conducted at
Tomorrow’s Choice. When the center started almost 12 years ago no one knew how it would be used, but God knew.
During its first few years in existence the center was lucky to see a few people every month, and the first year they saw
fewer than one hundred clients. In 2009 they had 909 clients walk through the door and another 287 people contact them
through their hot-line services! All of these people heard the Word of God, some for the first time. A total of 194 stated
that they did not have a church home. The majority of mothers came looking for assistance because they were too poor
to even provide some of the basics for their children such as car seats, formula, diapers, and baby wipes. Other items in
great demand were baby clothes, cribs, and baby swings. The amazing thing about this center is that it keeps on giving!
Moms who came in search of these basic necessities are now bringing back what they have used so that others can use
these items again.

Through the efforts of Kathy Gates and her staff, who share God’s word with struggling new mothers, this center has seen

tremendous growth. True counseling goes on to help expectant and new moms to decide to keep and raise their babies.

Thankfully babies are being saved. The care and the love extended to all who enter Tomorrow’s Choice produces people

in need of more. Through baptism Trinity pastors have given spiritual life to several infants. The clients know how
successful the center is and appreciate the help they receive.

Your help is needed for continued success. Often families do not know what to do with
their gently used baby items. Now you know that over 900 people can use these items.
Please help Tomorrow’s Choice provide basic necessities to those in need. Your prayers
of thanksgiving are also requested to be sent to the Lord for blessing this center far
beyond anyone’s imagination. Today the need is greater than ever because these new
moms desperately need someone to simply help them and their babies get started.
