14:20). Tithing was and remains an excellent exercise of our faith in God’s goodness. Example: Can | t b
“survive” without 10% of what God gives me? Does God really have the power to keep me safe, -

warm and well-fed without that percentage? Absolutely!

How is it even possible to give something like the tithe - let alone joyfully? Christ’s love empowers his people to
give generously. If our hearts are filled with the love of Christ, His love will be visible in what we do and give. Christian
giving springs from Christ “who loved us and gave himself up for us” (Ephesians 5:2). God loved us so much that he gave
not his least, but his best — his Son! Jesus gave 100% of his life to save us. He suffered for 100% of our sins. All of this
was done because he loved us 100%. Jesus work of our salvation is 100% complete! Might we be able to return 10% of
his gifts to him? The Ten for Ten emphasis will encourage us to see how tithing works, to personally experiment with it,
and then to see what kind of blessings result as we put the tithe to work for the last ten weeks of 2010.

Tithing is also a guide for proportionate giving. The Apostle Paul said, “...each one of you should set aside a sum
of money in keeping with his income” (1 Corinthians 16:2). As New Testament Christians, tithing is an assumption rather
than a command. For some of us, tithing is already a reality and, through God's grace, we may be able to do better and
better. For many others, the tithe will be a big leap forward and will be a big test of faith. For still others, the tithe might
be currently unattainable. Then what about an extra percent or two or three? No matter where we find ourselves on the
“giving spectrum,” this is true: our faith in God’s goodness is well-placed! “Now to Him Who is able to do immeasurably
more than all we ask or imagine, according to His power that is at work within us to Him be glory in all the church and in
Christ Jesus throughout all generations, forever and ever! Amen” (Ephesians 3:20-21)

Our fall Ten for Ten emphasis will feature specially-designed services and after-service Bible studies that will
help us understand the biblical principles of giving. Our hope? That God’s people will see how important it is to simply
trust that God takes care of his people. May God truly bless our Ten for Ten emphasis and continue to bless the Trinity
family as we work through our commitments to Grace and Thankfulness. May the love of Christ guide us as we — in a
spirit of thankfulness — put the Bible’s teachings on stewardship into practice. God will be glorified and our ministry in
Christ’'s name will thrive!
